Entry Qualifications

e Passed the GCE (A/L) Examination in three (3) subjects

year or more of work experience
OR

e The applicant must possess a fully certified NVQ Level 4 qualification from a
recognized institution (Related to any certificate course)

Copies of the following certificates should be attached to the application form and the
original copies should be provided at the interview:

a. Copy of Birth Certificate

b. Copy of National Identity Card

c. Copy of A/Level Result sheet.

d. 2 copies of passport size photographs

The selected applicants will be informed after the interview in written and payments
for the course should be deposited afterward.
